Have you ever wondered what it would be like to be part of a real NASCAR Racing team? Ever have an opportunity to be associated with the fastest growing and highest marketed sport in America? Well with Bendzick Racing, you have that chance.
Right now you might be wondering, why would my business want to be a part of this sport? The answers to that question are endless, but in this packet we’ll highlight the most important ones.

The number one reason so many businesses are turning to NASCAR Racing in their marketing plans is because of exposure. 
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Our local racetrack that we compete at is Elko Speedway, which is about three miles off of 35W in Elko, Minnesota. Last year Elko Speedway broke milestones in attendance records. In 2003, Elko had 137,000 people pass through the gates. In 2004, that number rose to 142,000. With new bleachers installed 148,000 people passed through the gates in 2005, and another 153,000 in 2006. 
Comparative marketing costs
Do you often wonder every time you write that check out to the newspaper, yellow pages, etc., if you will actually receive anything in return for it? Do people actually see it? Do they actually remember that ad? The Bendzick Racing family owns and operates Pro Service Automotive, Inc., and we often find that we are asking those same questions ourselves.

Having all those questions in mind, we’ve come up with a new approach, Active Advertising. Talking to people, fans, and fellow sponsors, is a personal approach with first hand contact with potential customers. You’ll wonder if in the five seconds that a person flips through the newspaper, if their eyes will be caught by your three by five inch ads, but stop wondering and go with a new approach.
Our car is on the track racing for an average of about an hour per night. Elko Speedway and the Mid American Stock Car Series also have set up On-Track Autograph Sessions, their own Television Shows, and the ever popular Post Race Pit Parties after the races, to have first hand contact with race fans. All of these activities give the Bendzick Racing team a first hand opportunity to talk with race fans about the racecar and our sponsors, and turn them into your potential customers.

Bendzick Racing will create sponsorship cards with a picture of the car and information on the team. We want to do anything to ensure you as our sponsors are getting a little bang for your buck. On those sponsorship cards will be logos and information about our sponsors. Last year our sponsorship cards included a “deal” at Waste Management in which race fans redeemed the sponsorship card at the local Waste Management for Three Months of Free Disposal Service. We would like to encourage our new sponsors to have some type of “deal” so that you can actually see the benefits of sponsoring our race team. We’re not just hoping that people will see your ad, we’re personally delivering it to them.

In comparing all forms of marketing, it becomes apparent that our marketing partnership becomes a remarkably cost effective solution. Compare the average cost of a full page ad in the yellow pages at $5,600, and how many different companies are producing different forms of Yellow Pages. That $5,600 ad probably will be thrown away by three out of four people, simply because they already have a Yellow Pages Directory of a different brand. The monthly cost of a billboard in the Minneapolis area is roughly $3,500. Even the average cost of a full color ad on the Sunday Star Tribune is $25,000. 

Our customers are your customers
With Bendzick Racing, you are getting much more than a sticker on the side of a racecar. Upon joining our team, you are getting our devotion to the sport, our devotion to our business, and our devotion to you our sponsors. Any customer that comes into Pro Service Automotive will be looked at as your customer too. We have flyers that we hand out to anyone that comes into our business with our telephone number and information about us, which many people put right on their refrigerator. With Bendzick Racing, your name will also go on that flyer.

People support people who support racing
Fans look forward to summer and Saturday nights so they can get out of the house and go to the racetrack. Fans also understand the importance of sponsors. Sure the teams put in countless hours of hard work to get the cars on the track, but none of that would be possible without the support of our sponsors. Without the sponsors, there wouldn’t be cars on the track, without cars there is no racetrack for the fans to go to. So just like kids and basketball shoes, race fans will request Dupont Paint because they sponsor Jeff Gordon. They’ll drink Mountain Dew because they sponsor Dale Earnhardt, Jr. And on a local level, they’ll buy your product because you sponsor Adam Bendzick. We wouldn’t be on the track without you our sponsors, so our fans will support your business so you continue to support our team.
With a competitive and good looking car representing the company they work for, employee relations are sure to grow with time spent together outside the workplace.

Bendzick Racing will provide tickets to our races to our sponsors in our package sponsorships. What better thing to talk about the following week of work than a race that your employees went to and watched together. Our racecar and race team will be available to come to your business to showcase the team that we’ve built together.

Elko Speedway and the Mid America Stock Car Series have their own websites that have news and results of every race. We update the website frequently and have recorded 200 plus unique visitors per month, and have been rapidly growing with our joining the Mid America Stock Car Series.
So now that we’ve gotten past why to sponsor a racecar, let’s talk about who to sponsor. Bendzick Racing is searching for class act businesses because we are a class act racing team. We’ve earned a lot of respect in previous years on the track, and we’re looking for businesses that hold the same values as our race team. We want to be fan favorites because we like that spotlight. Be a part of the winning tradition. Meet the Bendzick Racing Team.
The Driver - Adam Bendzick

Adam’s career began in 2003 when he raced Bombers at Raceway Park in Shakopee, MN. That year was his official Rookie year and he had three Heat wins and one Feature win. In 2004, Adam Bendzick and Bendzick Racing dominated Raceway Park, with seven Heat wins and three Feature wins. Adam Bendzick also won the Dodge Challenge Series Points Championship in 2004 and holds the track record lap time in the Bomber Division at Raceway Park. Making the jump from the Bombers to the Sportsman Division in 2005, Adam quieted any doubters with three heat wins, five top five feature finishes and thirteen top ten feature finishes. In 2006, Adam started off the year with four straight top five feature finishes, accumulating a total of five on the year. That year he also went on to collect three heat wins and ten top ten feature finishes. In 2007, Adam started 18 races and finished in the top ten in 15 of them. 2008 was by far the best year of Adam’s career. In 15 races, Adam accumulated two feature wins, 13 top five finishes, and 14 top ten finishes. After having a dominant season, Adam finished the points season with a strong second place finish. For his accomplishments, Adam was voted the 2008 “Driver of The Year” at Elko Speedway.
The Crew Chief - T.R. Connelly
In 2006, T.R. joined our team after having much success working for other race teams. T.R. was the crew chief for Late Model driver Jamie Farrell for the past eight years, before making the move to the Bendzick Racing team. Obviously having him on our team is a huge benefit with all of his experience in our class of racing, as well as a higher class in the Late Model division. His knowledge of chassis development and chassis setups are crucial to the success of our racecar. T.R. is very well respected at the racetrack, and his transition to Crew Chief in 2009 made a huge impact on our race team. As well as being the Crew Chief, Chris also handles spotter duties during the race. His focus when spotting is unmatched, he definitely makes the driver feel much more comfortable knowing that he has someone really looking out for him on the track. He will be relied upon heavily in our quest for the championship in 2010.
Crew Girl / Wife of Driver - Stacey Bendzick

Stacey is a very important part of the Bendzick Racing team. She is at every race helping and cheering the team on. She is the biggest supporter of Adam Bendzick. She is extremely excited when we are winning, and is always there to encourage Adam and the rest of the team. Stacey is as passionate about the racecar as anyone on the team. She is always there with her yellow mechanix gloves ready to help whenever needed. Stacey and Kara Connelly also combine to make tremendous food when we are traveling with the Mid American Stock Car Series.
The Crew – Chris Bendzick, Tony Kilpela, Kara Connelly, Don & Debbie Wientjes, and Terry Connelly
In 2009, along with racing at Elko Speedway, the Bendzick Racing team joined the Mid American Stock Car Series. Our transition to the Mid American Stock Car Series has provided much tougher competition, but it’s been a challenge that we have always looked forward to, and have been very competitive at every track. With one victory in seven races with the Mid Am Series, we are looking forward to contending for the championship in the 2010 season.
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What does this transition do for your company as a sponsor? We feel our joining of the Mid Am Series only benefits all of our sponsors. The tracks that we race with this traveling series are located in Minnesota, Wisconsin, Iowa, Illinois, and Michigan. They are all within two to six hours away from the Twin Cities. Our racecar will be exposed to hundreds of thousands of different people, national media, and great regional exposure.

With all the traveling that we are doing, we are encouraging our sponsors to advertise on our trailer. We have a 32’ enclosed trailer that serves as a moving billboard for our sponsors. We feel that we can comfortably say that millions of people will be exposed to our racecar trailer on the freeways that we will be driving on, the gas stations and hotels that we will be staying at, and the racetracks that we will compete at.

One of the largest benefits of our new transition to the Mid Am Series is all the other events that we now can fit into our schedule. The Mid Am Series competes 14-15 times per year, giving us available weekends to display our racecar in different ways. In 2009, we had our car in two parades, a Grand Opening for a sponsor of the racecar, the annual Village Market in Prior Lake, MN barbecue, and many other events. We are hoping to work with Target retail stores in multiple locations to display the car in their parking lots a few times in the 2010 season. The Bendzick Racing team also hosted its First Annual Golf Tournament at Creeksbend Golf Course in 2009. We are planning on running a full time Mid American Stock Car Series schedule in 2010, and also racing 4-6 times at our local track Elko Speedway.
We are hoping to have a “show car” for the 2010 season. A “show car” would give us the ability to keep our car on display at our sponsor’s locations for longer periods of time. We also plan on being in three to four parades in 2010, with the Prior Lake Community Parade for sure being one of them. The others will be decided once we have signed all of our sponsors for the 2010 season, so we can schedule the best places to be at based on our sponsors. We would like to schedule parades that would bring the most exposure, and the most potential customers, to our sponsors.
